Background to R

R is an extraordinary resource for statistics and data analysis, maintained and supported by a wide range of researchers worldwide.  R's package system, simultaneously its greatest strength and most dangerous weakness, will be covered in sufficient depth so that participants will be able to exploit the strengths while avoiding the weaknesses.  R is a language with its own grammar, vocabulary, phrases, and literature.  Like any language, it can be extremely powerful for you once you have mastered a few fundamentals.
